All FPS club 56 of our students who earned a trip to the State Bowl worked so hard on
Thursday, March 21. Over the last 8 years we’ve grown to the point where Tyee now brings
the largest contingency from any school in Washington to the state finals, and our kids just
can’t get enough of this program, and their quest to be honored at the awards ceremony is
stronger than ever.

For the first time ever, one of our Tyee teams won the middle level state championship,
beating out all high school freshmen from across the state – Sophie Yan, Sophy Xu, Austin

Xu, and Patrick Sun took first place among all 34 7th/8th/9th grade teams. And in the Junior
