In May, your student will be participating in the state Smarter Balanced Assessment (SBA)
testing.  The schedule for Tyee MS will be as follows:

May 6-8: Math (in Math Classes)
May 13-15: English (in Language Arts Classes)
May 10 & 17: SBA Make Up Tests (in Library)
May 22-24: 8th Grade Science (in 8th Gr Science classes)
May 27: SBA & Science Make-up Testing (in Library)

If students are absent any of the testing days, we will do our best to have them attend a
make up session. All testing will take place during the regular school day.

It’s important that students bring WIRED headphones  to school to use on testing days
because  Bluetooth connectivity for wireless earbuds or AirPods will not work with the
testing secure browser.  We have a limited number of wired headphones at school we can
lend.   Also, please have your student restart their laptop the week leading up to May 6.
